After doing this, I added a volta, and several dynamic markings shown. Then saved (using both ctrl +S and clicking the disk icon at the top.  Then MuseScore was closed.
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When Musescore is reopened, a few things happen:

First, the line pallet is empty of everything but the tr~~~~~.

Also, some really whacked out crescendos got put under the staves for some reason.  And some of the other ones changed their position and length.

This is the first time I've noticed the super-long crescendos appearing, but I haven't played with dynamic markings much.  Mostly because they don't affect playback and because they disappear from the pallet.

For some reason, it appears that the crescendos for the bassoon in measures 67 and 71 were stretched out to the beginning of the score.  

Also, The lines pallet seems to get that way when I bring up musescore by any method other than Start/Run/ “Mscore -f”. Actually, I just had a hunch and tried the normal and Start/Run method of opening the program; I noticed that opening by the start/run method resets the soundfont to that piano thing, and opening regularly keeps my settings.  So I would guess that the “MScore -F” only works on the session it opens, not on sessions that follow.
