From ApShenkin_2.mscz I called „Save Style...“ and created pgh_style_nightly.mss
.mss file applied via „Load Style“

I copied ApShenkin_1.mscz to ApShenkin_3.mscz to start from the same point.

Then I opened ApShenkin_3.mscz with nightly.exe, called „Load Style...“ and loaded pgh_style_nightly.mss created in the previous step.

Result: 

The font size of the chord symbols is taken over from the .mss file into the „Edit Text Styles“ window, but is NOT applied to the score. Other style changes are applied correctly.
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.mss file applied via -S command 

ApShenkin_4.mscz

was created by

nightly.exe "Ap Shenkin.xml" -o "ApShenkin_4.mscz" -S pgh_style_nightly.mss

Result: 

The font size of the chord symbols is NOT applied to the score as with  ApShenkin_3.mscz above. 

Additionally the same issue: correct values in the „Edit Text Styles“ window, but NOT applied to the score, happened with „Tempo“.
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Conclusion

Expected result: 

ApShenkin_3.mscz and ApShenkin_4.mscz should look exactly like ApShenkin_2.mscz.

It's unexpected that applying an mss file via -S on the command line creates a different result than applying the same mss file via „Load Style...“ menu item.

The issue exists in MuseScore 2.0.3 also with „Bar Number“ (and maybe other text style settings), this is fixed now and works correctly.

Text style settings for Tempo and Chord Symbols (and maybe others) are not applied correctly.
